The lottery was held at 8:00 AM on Wednesday, March 7, 2007.  It was witnessed by BOD members: Ken Thielman, Lucretia Keeler and Darrel Schoeberlein and under the supervision of MSA Director: Paul Simone.

It was decided that 65 enrollees would be accepted making up the 2007-2008 6th grade class.  In 6th grade 21 siblings enrolled and were given preference.  These names were NOT included in the lottery.  The first 44 names on the lottery generated list made up the remainder of the new 6th grade class.  Because a set of triplets had enrolled and two of the three siblings were in the top 44, the third sibling was also added to the ‘Accepted’ list, thus increasing the new 6th grade class to 66.  Waiting lists: 98 names on the 6th grade list, 56 names on the 7th grade list, 45 names on the 8th grade list, 27 names on the 9th grade list, 14 names on the 10th grade list, 9 names on the 11th grade list and 4 names on the 12th grade list.
