4. Open Forum: 

· Kelsi Bartz (student) – The Cost Rica trip participants would like to have the State Fair parking fundraiser.  Darrel Schoeberlein suggested allowing other groups to participate in the same fundraiser.  It needs to be organized.  Eileen Robb Trebesch volunteered to take responsibility for distribution of the funds.
· Joan Gilles (parent) – The extra curricular eligibility policy states that care must be taken to ensure that these activities do not take precedence over subject matter areas, but remain supplemental to the basic courses.  We need to keep the focus of the school on academics.  We need to make sure that students have time to do homework.  Need to have a wide variety of activities on transcript for college applications.  Unclear about whether this will increase the budget or not.  Concerned that kids and parents were not asked in advance.  In the corporate world, you float an idea first before you implement it.  Travel does concern me.  Some may think that if you don’t play at a competitive level, it doesn’t count.  That’s not true.  It sounds like this will impact 9-13 kids, but it sounds like a lot of effort for a small number of students.  I’d have to talk to Katie (daughter) to see if she would be able to participate in multiple sports.

· Maria Johnson (student) – I’m here to speak on behalf of Lisa Speckhard.  When people come to this school they know what they’re getting into. If they’re looking for varsity level sports, maybe this isn’t the right school for them.
· Sarah Lilja (parent) – Why is there no boys golf this spring?  Ken Thielman – It’s a Title IX issue. To offer boys baseball, we also need to offer a sport for girls.  Sarah Lilja - What about co-ed golf?  Ken Thielman - MSHSL doesn’t have co-ed golf teams.  Sarah Lilja - Is this going to be a continuing issue as we get more involved with this cooperative agreement.  It sounds like this is a decrease in sports offerings.  There’s no boys golf this year.  Why can’t we have rec golf also?  Paul Simone – We can.  Sarah Lilja – How does that get set up?  Paul Simone – The boys go out and put together a team.  Sarah Lilja – That’s not the way it happened last year.  Why isn’t the school organizing it this year?  Paul Simone – The boys need to go to Mr. LeDuc about putting together a team.  John Foster – There’s no budget for a boys rec league golf coach.
